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Radcliffe, Timothy OP: Why Go to Church? The Drama of

the Eucharist, continuum, 2008, ISBN 978-08264-9956-1
ppl-X, 1-208.

In this book, which directly follows on from his best-seller Why
Be A Christian, Radcliffe’s central thesis is that the Eusha
enacts the fundamental drama of all human existence. It forms us
as a people who have faith, hope and charity and these three
Christian virtues are associated in his schema with the ditfere
elements of the Eucharistic liturgy: he associates faith wie
events from the opening blessing to the end of the Prayers of the
Faithful; hope with events in the Great Prayer; and love with the
events from the Lord’s Prayer to the dismissal; and ‘eventbieis
correct word to use here because the exposition is dramatic. In the
first section he uses Mary's story from Luke 1 and Moses’
confrontations and dialogues with YHWH; the Great Prayer speaks
for itself; and in the third part he most adroitly uses the &g |
Chapters of John. The structure he imposes on himself in terms of
the virtues and the use of the Bible can stretch his consistency now
and again but on the whole it works well.

This is not to say that the narrative is either stiff or dagné#s it
avoids rhetoric and jargon (which might explain why there is a
substantial unacknowledged debt in the structure and narrative to
Hans Urs von Balthasar) as Radcliffe follows his usual custom of
inter-weaving his serious theological points with anecdotes,
exemplified by his opening paragraph describing a mother waking
her son on Sunday morning and insisting that he must go to church
because it is his duty and because he is the Diocesan Bishop!

The impact of the Eucharist does not consist in a single attendance
at church where something dramatic is supposed to happen but
comes to infuse our lives: “Our ‘yes’ to the body of Christ
transforms how we belong to each other and who we are.”

This blend of the profoundly spiritual and the cheerful will strike
some readers as incongruous but, to a degree, that is Radcliffe’'s




point as he closes with an eloquent passage on the importance of
embracing suffering and living in joy as we are sent othexend
of the meal.

Radcliffe eschews both preaching and partisanship in a work
which, if successful, will bring the presence of the Eucharikteto
in our everyday lives.

And, what is more, it made me resolve to change my way of life, to
be more accepting and less calculating, and | can't say that for
many Christian books that | have read.

Thankfully the weather was the best day of the week and it was a
most enjoyable occasion. The committee would like to thank all
those who attended, everyone who helped and particularly Mr and
Mrs Andrew Clay for allowing us to use their beautiful home.

Fr John led a party of parishioners from the two parishes of the
Holy Trinity in Hurstpierpoint and Cuckfield to experience the
Passion Play at Oberammergau which has been performed with
only two breaks since it was instituted in 1634 as a commitment in
return for the abatement of the plague. It is normally peddrm
every decade, five times per week for four months, involving
almost half of the village of 5,000

in acting, playing, singing and
undertaking off-stage responsib-
ilities. Most parts are played by just
one person — but the leading roles
are shared between two casts. The
picture shows the two actors who
play Jesus — one a psychologist, the
other [who we saw] the press
officer for the theatre.

During the period the participants not only continue with their
ordinary lives, they also act as hosts for visitors, so thaading
figure may appear on stage and then serve your breakfast in her
living room the following morning. Every detail is thought of so
that, for example, accommodation relates to your place in the 4,500
capacity theatre so that the audience can enter and exit rapidly
without cross currents.

The play itself has remained much the same in its historypexce
for the addition of a full musical score for orchestra, choir and
soloists at the end of the i&entury and recent textual adjust-
ments to take account of contemporary sensitivity to anti Jewish
overtones. It lasts just over 315 minutes and this year, foirgte f
time, the two halves were performed in the afternoon and evening
rather than in the morning and afternoon which allowed for a
dramatic darkening for the crucifixion and spectacular illumamati

of the Resurrection before dawn but this meant that the audience
could not follow their own language texts in the dark!



Having said that, everyone knew the story but it was expanded to
include tableaux of Old Testament pre-figurements and typologies
of events in the life and death of Jesus and was expanded from its
Scriptural base to include speculative material on the political
context, producing major roles for Nicodemus, Joseph of
Aramathea, Annas, Caiaphas and Pilate and a part for King Herod
as sardonic as that in Jesus Christ, Superstar!

The size of the auditorium and the stage meant that not everybody
was seated in an ideal position to hear and see every detdikebut t
experience was not dramatic in the ordinary sense but spiritual.
People did not arrive as drama critics but as pilgrims seeking
spiritual reinforcement for their faith. On a personal note, | found
the depiction of the very ordinary, not to say plump, Mary’s sorrow
particularly moving.

The Church of England Temperance Society (CETS) appears to
have been a strong organisation in Hurst. In July 1889, 400 people
paid to take part in races and other sports at the Whit Monday
Temperance Fete and 120 sat down to tea.

“And is there not need of prayerful exertion
on God’s behalf, and on behalf of our poor
fellow creatures who are the slaves of drin
At least twice lately have our streets be{@s
disturbed by the clamour of drunken men
not our own people, but strangers.

It is hard upon respectable females to be subjected to such sights
and sounds. And it is a sad temptation to children to turn such sin
into ridicule. We earnestly beg of parents to teach them theesham
and sorrow of drunkenness and to look on such grievous sights
with sadness and loathing... And in hot weather hard working men
are tempted by great thirst to drink more than is good for them.

We should help them all we can - by entering into their condition
and supplying them with what will quench their thirst and
strengthen them for their exhausting labours.”

Note In 1876 a London printer gave 5 shillings [25p] to the
Church of England Temperance Society to help to try to break the
cycle of offending — that year the CETS appointed a “missionary”
to the Southwark court and the London Police Court Mission came
into being. Within 10 years the Probation of First Offenders Act
was passed and in 1907 the Probation service was established. By
1930 the prison population had been halved. It was only in 1936
that it was proposed to sever the formal link with the Church and to
make the service entirely state run. It is another examplaeof t
way in which so much of what we take for granted today was
begun in a voluntary way by the Church.
