Just a week ago some of us sd
Kevin Carey on televisio
meeting the Pope
Holyroodhouse. It was the first o
four very full days for one of the : i
principal leaders of the world’s faith communities. The mediawer
waiting, it seemed, to find ways of dismissing him — and thus als
dismissing faith in any of its manifestations, but particulany
Christian faith.

The message that came across from the very first speedPajbet
Benedict made at Holyroodhouse and which continued in his
sermons and other speeches across the visit was that those of us
who follow the way of Christ must not be fearful of expressing our
faith and the consequences that this has for our lives. As the Pope
spoke in Westminster Hall to the great and the good of our land he
reminded us all that faith is not a private and individual matter but
one that is at the hearty of our public life and has been so in the
whole history of Europe. Archbishop Rowan too reflected in the
same way about the conviction “We do not as churches seek
political power or control, or the dominance of Christian faith in
the public sphere; but the opportunity to testify, to argue,
sometimes to protest, sometimes to affirm — to play our pdhei
public debates of our societies. And we shall, of course, be
effective not when we have mustered enough political leverage to
get our way but when we have persuaded our neighbours that the
life of faith is a life well lived and joyfully lived.”

In the beatification of John Henry Newman, teacher of our own
Carey Borrer, the Pope praised Newman for his great intéligct
even more for his pastoral care of people and for his huge dfforts
work toward an intelligent, well-educated group of lay people
ready to defend their faith. May that effort continue across our

country today. é \é L\’"

Sebastian Moore has developed almost all of his theology in
sermons and short talks and so, to make a coherent whole of his
challenging theology, his editor, Stephen McCarthy, has sequenced
his work, interpolating it with some of his verse and providing
appendices of more verse and Sebastian’s noteSoousing a
Christian equivalent of Zen Buddhism.

On the whole, this book works as well as it can but there are some
repetitions and some maddeningly cryptic remarks which bear
almost interminable contemplation.

Put simply, and that is always dangerous in theology, Mooreés cas
is that we were created with “Desire” which is: “Love mryito
happen”; in other words, the Protestant ethic based on the basic
corruption of humanity is totally misplaced and is, he says,
attributable to the horrendous error df Migustine who, in my
words, transferred his personal experience of youthful sexual
excess into a universal ethic which has affected/infected the
Roman Catholic Church, with a small period of enlightenment
when $ Thomas Aquinas held sway, until today, given added
impetus by the Reformation. Moore says that we need to
concentrate on God and not godliness and he effectively uses the
example of SPaul.

Relationship is at the heart of Moore’s theology which is built on
the ground of his understanding of the Trinity as a working
relationship, a verb rather than a noun. For me, the most
illuminating insight was his interpretation of the Resurrectign b
the Apostles as, to use my paraphrase, the power of the Spirit
giving birth to their incarnational perception. Not surprisingly he
then goes on to discuss the relationship of the Virgin Mary to the
Holy Spirit in plangently erotic terms.




Most readers will no doubt be interested in how he arguesafoe

sex relationships from the perspective of Natural Law which, he
thinks, is better equipped to come to terms with them than
Protestantism based on the Bible which is always subject to
cultural interference.

The passage | liked most but understood least was the importance
he places on Jesus giving himself as bread rather than the priest
‘turning’ the bread into Jesus. That one, suggestive phrase, makes
the whole struggle worthwhile but there is much, much more to
challenge and delight.

The focus is on the importance of
the Bible’s message and its relevance to our daily lives.

24™ October at SJohn’s Church, Burgess Hill at 6.00pm. The
service at SJohn’s is an opportunity for all Christians to meet in
unity, to give thanks to Almighty God for this pearl of great price,
and to share fellowship during refreshments that will follow the
service. Money raised at the Saturday Coffee Morning will go
direct to Bible Society, so your presence and support will be
gratefully received.

Thousands of people in Tanzania are now reading the Bible for the
first time, thanks to Bible Society’s work to put God’s Word into
their own language. For years, 33 year-old farmer Josephine
Mkala-Mungi, had to use a Bible written in Swabhili, but now she
has been set free to read the New Testament in Kikagulu, her
mother tongue.

‘It feels as if God is my best friend because he is how speaking
me directly,” she said. For this year's Bible Sunday, ofi 24
October, the Bible Society will be asking churchgoers across the
UK to support Bible translation work in Tanzania and to think
about how the Bible’s message can bring new-found freedom to
those who read it.

In Tanzania some 56% of Josephine’s tribe, which numbers a third
of a million people, don't speak the national language, Swabhili.
Even more can't read it. So, the Bible has literally been adlos



book to them. Bible Society’s translation work has changed all
that.

Translator Michael Nhonya spent four years working on the new
Bible. “This is great,” he said. “To finally hear and read it feels like
I’'m in heaven. It feels like Jesus is speaking in the synagogle,
he’s speaking here. It means that Christianity will grow here.”

Harvest is a comparatively recent
addition to the Church’s year. Less than
2>, 200 years ago, harvest was not formally
SO HARVESTHSS  celebrated in church, but in the taverns

<2 and on village greens of the countryside,
with wild drinking and eating before the
harshness of winter set in.

Then in 1834 an eccentric clergyman,
called the Revd Robert Stephen Hawker arrived in Morwenstowe,
a tiny hamlet of a few farms perched high on the windswéifs cl
of the north Cornish coast. The church had been without a vicar for
years, but now Parson Hawker strode the lanes of Morwenstowe in
a bright purple or red cassock.

Rural life in those days was harsh, and Hawker soon realised the
sheer effort needed to survive in those parts. Harvest was the only
thing that got people through the winter: a poor one meant

starvation. Each bad year Hawker buried some of his congregation.

But the summer of 1843 was perfect, and the harvest that ysar w
exceptionally bountiful. The people of Morwenstowe were getting
set to celebrate with their usual abandon, when Hawker stepped in.
Who, he asked, did they think had given them the harvest? Were
they not going to even say ‘thank you’ to Him?

Abashed, the people came to church, and Hawker led them in
giving thanks to God for his rich blessing upon them. A new
tradition had arrived — in Morwenstowe.

Christmas time can place an additional burden on parents as they
strive to contend with the sometimes exhaustive lists writben t
Dear Santa. Dear indeed, not just to the wallets and purses of
parents, but in terms too of the cost to children’s childhoods caused
by the excessive commercialisation of Christmas and aggressive
marketing campaigns that will soon start to encroach upon our
daily lives. Children are growing up believing they are what they
own. Mothers’ Union believes children should be valued as
children, not consumers. However, childhood has become a
marketing opportunity worth £99 billion in the UK. Marketers
target children’s natural inexperience, through methods such as
celebrity endorsement, in order to reach not only children’s pocket
money but also the household purse. These commercial pressures
encourage materialism which negatively affects children’s




wellbeing, family life and peer relationships, and can encourage

values that Jesus taught against. The use of sexualised content and

the imposition of sexuality on children to
market and sell goods is particularly
concerning. Families can feel
overwhelmed by this commercialisation of
childhood and unsure how to challenge
powerful marketing initiatives. In response
to this, Mothers’ Union is launching a
major campaign this month: to raise aware-
ness of the commercialisation of child-
hood; to empower families to address the
influences of the commercial world within
the home; and to hold the UK Government accountable to its
pledge to address the commercialisatimmd sexualisation of
childhood; through MU members lobbying political representatives
in the UK and Republic of Ireland.

Mothers’ Union has released a report highlighting new research
findings, a copy of which may be found at the back of church. We
are also producing a booklet for families to help them think
through the issues and manage the impact of the commercldl wor
within the home.

This early King of England was the founder
of Westminster Abbey. Never mind today’s
entrance charges - at one point in his life,
Edward was giving a full tenth of his
income to Westminster Abbey.

The son of Ethelred the Unready and his
second, Norman, wife, Emma; his life had

various ups and downs, including a brief exile in Normandy until
he became King in 1042.

As King, Edward had a tricky time, trying to keep the peace f
over 20 years while a variety of Danish and Norman magnates
struggled for power, leading, after Edward’s death to Duke
William’s invasion. Scholars have long argued over how much of a
success he was as a king.

As a Christian, there is no doubt: Edward’s holiness was evident to
all. He made himself accessible to his people, he was generous

the poor, and chaste. He was also reputed to have seen visions and
even achieved miraculous cures for people through prayer.

Edward did much to help the Church in many ways. His lasting

contribution was the original Westminster Abbey - a huge

Romanesque church, 300 feet long, with a nave of 12 bays.
William the Conqueror made it the place of his, and every

subsequent, coronation and it is the burial place of many kings and
gueens. It was finished and consecrated just before his death.
Edward was buried there, and his relics remain there to this day.

During the Middle Ages, Edward was a very popular saint: along
with Edmund of East Anglia he was widely considered to be
England’s patron until his place was taken b&8orge.
